This
weekend, shuttles will replace Orange Line service
between North Station and Ruggles for work on the
Government Center Garage demolition as well as
replacement of rail fasteners

Orange Line Signals: Increase capacity, through reducing headways with modernized signals

v This Week | At Wellington, crews continued with the installation of new signal racks, wires, and
cables at the temporary signal house in the north yard. At Sullivan Square, crews conducted track
circuit testing
